1. Disconnect the negative battery cable before removal of the OEM Exhaust. This will allow the computer to reset and recognize the
new exhaust. Lay out the exhaust on the floor so it looks like the drawing and compare parts with manual. Remove the factory
exhaust by cutting behind the factory muffler. Once the tail pipe has been removed un-bolt the muffler and head pipe at the flange
located behind the catalytic converter. Use wd-40 or another type of penetrating oil to remove the rubber grommets. Do not damage
these they will be re used.

3. Next, install the
beauty plate with
brackets #M and bolt kit
#N on the vehicle using
the 4 existing bolts on
the rear fascia. (Factory
bolts will go in factory
locations, supplied bolt
kit will adapt the
supplied brackets to the

10mm bolts. Then, remove the 4

springs holding on the exhaust head
pipe and the 4 bolts holding the muffler
to the frame of the vehicle located
beneath the muffler assembly.

4. Then, install E-Valve
#C onto headpipe with
clamp #1 (Be sure the

parallel to electric fan #G by fishing it through the beauty plate
shroud. (DO NOT

TIGHTEN)

very carefully. Use clamp #l to secure to
pipe. (DO NOT TIGHTEN)




6. Once the passenger
exit pipe is installed
you may install
intermediate pipe A
#D into the E-Valve #C
using clamp #l then
install intermediate
pipe B #E. (DO NOT
TIGHTEN)

7. Finally, install driver side exit pipe #F using
clamp #1 and bolt kit #K, then install both tips
to desired outward distance. Once completed
you may begin tightening all clamps working
in order from step 1 to 7. This kit has a lot of
movement so some adjustment along the way
is more than likely to be needed.

NOTE: Valve maintenance is crucial for optimal valve life,
failure to service valve between seasons or long periods of
sitting may cause valve to corrode internally from moisture
buildup which in turn will cause motor to fail. Service valve
by removing from vehicle and cleaning with wd-40 and a
wire brush. Your warranty will be void if the valve shows
signs of lack of maintenance.

Wiring Instructions

1. Firstly, plug the wiring harness into the
E-Valve and run the wire any route you
would like while avoiding getting close to
any heat sources or pinch points. (USE THE
PROVIDED ZIP TIES #J TO SECURE WIRE TO
DESIRED LOCATION)

2. Next, pick your desired location to
mount the toggle switch then drill the
mounting hole using a %" drill bit.

3. Finally, run the positive and negative
wires to the battery box located behind the
driver seat. Be sure to disconnect the plug
from the e-valve before connecting to
power. Connect the positive lead first,
then connect the negative lead.
